BLOCK SCHEDULING

Wall High School has an alternating block schedule (A/B). Students attend four classes each day lasting for 84 minutes each. Classes are
taught for the entire school year with four different classes on day A and day B. AP Biology, AP Chemistry, and AP Calculus BC earn 10

credits and are taught in a double block.
