What is iReady?

e jReady is a K-8 intervention that provides tools to support areas in Reading
and Math. Through diagnostic assessments, students get individualized
lessons to close gaps and get them closer to grade level.

e In addition, iReady can help teachers determine appropriate instructional
areas and skills to focus on during small group intervention instruction.

1IReady Is NOT:

e A substitute for the classroom teacher or the daily lesson
o 1Ready supports teachers by grouping students for targeted instruction
(differentiated instruction) to improve or accelerate learning.

e A grading tool

o Performance on iReady Diagnostic Assessments does not determine whether a
student passes or fails.

o Personalized plans are used to support each student’s remediation and/or
acceleration. Grades are not assigned based on student’s accuracy.

o Students are encouraged to complete and pass 1-3 lessons per week (depending on

difficulty) but failing to do so, should not negatively impact their grade.




The iReady Diagnostic Assessments are:

e ADAPTIVE:

o The diagnostic provides questions based on a student’s performance.
Assessment items get easier or more challenging to place accuracy.

e DIAGNOSTIC:
o Three times a year, these screening tools are used to identify students
who may need additional academic support and monitor student
growth. They are administered in September, January and June.

e INFORMATIVE:
© Reports give teachers, students and parents critical data to support
learning.




What is an Adaptive Diagnostic Assessment?

e Students are NOT EXPECTED to know every
answer.

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e The assessment is ditferent for every student.

e It is given 3 times each year: Fall, Winter,
and Spring.
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e The questions get harder or easier based on how
the student answers. It does this until it finds
the “just right” level.

A e Once the “just right” learning level is
determined, the students are given a series of
lessons that are just right for them in reading
and math.

Read Together: Set aside time each day to read with your child. Choose age-appropriate books and
take turns reading paragraphs or pages. Discuss the story, characters, and predictions to enhance
comprehension.

Create a Reading Routine: Establish a consistent reading routine. Whether it's before bedtime or
after school, having a designated time for reading helps build a habit and makes it a regular part
of their day.

Visit the Library: Take your child to the local library and let them choose books that interest them.
Encourage a variety of genres to cater to their preferences and broaden their reading experience.

Provide a Print-Rich Environment: Surround your child with written words. Label common items
around the house, use magnetic letters on the fridge, or have a word wall with sight words. This
helps reinforce vocabulary.

Use Technology Wisely: Incorporate educational apps and websites that focus on literacy skills.
There are many interactive tools that make reading enjoyable and engaging for young learners.



How can I help my child with his/her growth in reading?

e Ask Questions: Encourage critical thinking by asking questions about the story. Ask about the characters, main
events, and their favorite parts.

e Model Reading Behavior: Demonstrate the importance of reading by letting your child see you read. Whether it's a
book, magazine, or newspaper, modeling reading behavior sets a positive example.

How can I help my child with his/her growth in math?

Involve your child in activities like measuring
ingredients for recipes, calculating change during shopping, or determining the time it takes for
various activities.

These visual aids help children grasp abstract concepts and enhance their understanding of
mathematical principles.

e Problem-Solving: Encourage problem-solving skills by presenting math challenges. Ask open-ended
questions that require critical thinking, and guide your child through the process of finding solutions.
