★ Counselors will meet with seniors individually over the next few 
weeks to see where they are in this process.

★ Students need to touch base with their teacher recommenders 4 
weeks prior to their first deadline.

★ Seniors should continue to demonstrate interest.

★ Refer to college websites for the most up to date information 
regarding application requirements and deadlines.  

★ Applications and essays take a great deal of time. Plan accordingly.  
Use your own voice!

★ Students should utilize the Student Checklist.

★ WHS Senior College Application Form is due 10 school days prior to 
the application deadline.

Final Notes



★ Students must check their email daily.

★ Students must log in to their college portals to check their 
application status. Is anything missing?

★ Keep in mind, if students are submitting official SAT/ACT scores, it 
can take 3 to 4 weeks to get to colleges. 

★ May 1st is universal application reply date.

★ Your role in this process is to provide ongoing support. Your senior is 
in the driver’s seat! You are the passenger. Avoid being a backseat 
driver.
